20/20 Reconsiders Moratorium on New Reviews

If you have followed the newsletter articles
on Lee County’s 20/20 Conservation land
purchase program, you know that there has
been a moratorium on reviewing new
nominations. The offers of property for sale
to the county far outpace the tax revenues
available for purchases. The moratorium
ended early in April when the 20/20 staff
reviewed a large batch of old and new
nominations.

A critical parcel of 200+ acres on the east side
of Pine Island passed the first two reviews
with the first-ever (for the entire 20/20
program) perfect score of 8. The bad news is
that there is a list of 15 properties already
approved for purchase that would tie up pro-
jected funding revenues for the next 3-5
years. It was a list of 16 until one dropped
out, and it’s possible that more will do the
same as they tire of waiting.

The owner of the Pine Island nomination has
offered a bargain sale with favorable terms
and payments spread over a period of years.
The 20/20 staff has always taken the position
that they can not encumber a future Board of
County Commissioners, but they seem to be
reconsidering. We voted to support this
nomination with co-management and a
contribution of $20,000.

Don’t Forget the CLT

Keep in mind that we were able to purchase
three parcels on our own in 2008. We have a
good chance of picking up 10 acres of
wetlands near the Pine Island Flatwoods
Preserve in a few weeks. We can afford
reasonably priced parcels, especially
wetlands, in today’s softer real estate market.
Give me a call if you have an interest in
selling or donating any kind of property.
There are lots of unique things we can do to
promote the conservation of environmentally
sensitive lands on Pine Island.

\_Jthe last two newsletters, there is a lot of
catching up to do to show how much work gets
done by our wonderful volunteers.

Starting on Dec. 6th, 2008, we had a large work
party that traveled out to Cayo Pelau, an island
across Charlotte Harbor. This is a Lee County
20/20 Preserve that the CLT helped purchase
and continues to co-manage. We had 14 CLT
volunteers and worked for about three hours
on invasive exotic plant control, mostly
Brazilian pepper. We improved the nature
trails along the west side of the island and
enjoyed being on this special, beautiful

island. We want to thank all the volunteers
and those who supplied boats for this work
party trip across Charlotte Harbor.

Next we had a Ranger Council on Dec. 13th
with a good turnout of 12 volunteer

rangers. We discussed new and ongoing
Preserve issues, successes, thorny

problems and subsequently planned our future
ranger work party schedule for 2009. It helps
the CLT to hear the good ideas brought up by
volunteers and it allows us to schedule work
parties that volunteers have a personal interest
in and are enthusiastic about taking on.

January 3rd we had 11 volunteers show up to
help prepare the St. James Preserve in St. James
City for the Norm Gowan Trailhead Vista
Dedication. This work party went really well
and the dedication was well attended and
appreciated by the friends and family of Norm
and Marie Gowan.

On January 10t we had 12 volunteers spiffing
up Fritts Park for our Annual Meeting. We
did the ceremonial annual tent raising,
vegetation debris cleanup, utility repairs, pic-
nic table painting and general sprucing up. A
lot of hard work was performed by dedicated
volunteers.

January 18t, the morning of the Annual
Meeting, saw 12 volunteers setting up booths,
tables, chairs and the sound system.

Next on January 234 We had a plethora of
volunteers setting up for the Shirley House
Annual Rummage Sale, receiving donations,
marking prices, having a cookout and enjoying
themselves way too much.

The next day an even larger group

of volunteers ran the Shirley House Annual
Rummage Sale which was a great success both
financially and as a fun social event. Kudos to
Alison Ackerman and Gloria Andrews for
taking over Shirley's lead and continuing this
fun event.



On February 7t we had a work party on our
Shell Cut Conservation Easement (previously
named the Dean Easement) in Bokeelia. This
was a follow-up to last year's effort to remove
the remaining large invasive exotics, mostly
Australian Pines and some Brazilian peppers,
and we collected the usual unwanted flotsam
and jetsam. This is an area of Pine Island
beach, along Charlotte Harbor, where a sea
turtle nested this year for the first time in a
long time. Maybe we will have turtle nests on
our Easement in the future. We want to thank
Brian Swain, the current owner of this
property, for his continuing cooperation in
allowing us to enter and maintain this
gorgeous conservation easement.

March 14t we had a very productive work
party to our Kreie Preserve and Peter Ordway
Tropical Hammock in Bokeelia. We had 11
enthusiastic volunteers working on re-opening
the trail at the Peter Ordway Tropical
Hammock, following up on exotic invasive
plant control, mostly Malaleuca, which we
now have pretty much under control. We were
also able to paddle out into the Old Post Office
Cut canoe/kayak trail with chain saws,
continuing to work to re-open the trails that
were closed off by Hurricane Charlie
devastation. There was no sign of the
legendary Post Office Cut albino crocodile! We
want to also thank Ted Stickler from Captains
Harbor who, along with his neighbors,
managed to open up a significant length of the
Post Office Cut canoe/kayak trail in the last
few months.

Upcoming CLT Work Parties

Saturday May 9t we plan on going out to
Picnic Island in St. James City for the

usual trash removal, invasive/exotic

plant control and past planting observation.

Saturday June 13th we will be at our Dobbs
Preserve, near Tropical Point for trail
maintenance and invasive/exotic plant control.
